References are made to (i) the prospectus of Chong Fai Jewellery Group Holdings Company Limited 
(the “Company”, together with its subsidiaries, the “Group”) dated 21 August 2024 (the “Prospectus”) 
in relation to the rights issue (the “Rights Issue”) of the Company, (ii) the annual report of the Company 
for the year ended 31 March 2025 (the “2025 Annual Report”), and (iii) the supplemental 
announcement to the annual report of the Company dated 27 February 2026 (the “Supplemental 
Announcement”).

The board of directors (the “Board”) of the Company has identified a clerical error in the column 
headed “Utilised amount up to 31 December 2025” in the table on the use of net proceeds from the 
Rights Issue in the Supplemental Announcement. Such column should reflect that the net proceeds were 
fully utilised as at 31 December 2025. The Board hereby provides the clarified additional information in 
accordance with Rule 18.32(8) of the Rules Governing the Listing of Securities on GEM of The Stock 
Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the “Stock Exchange”) (the “GEM Listing Rules”). Save for this 
clarification, the other contents of the Supplemental Announcement remain unchanged.

Use of Proceeds from the Rights Issue

On 12 September 2024, the Company completed the Rights Issue on the basis of three (3) rights shares 
for every one (1) existing share held on the record date at a subscription price of HK$0.12 per rights 
share, raising gross proceeds of approximately HK$27.0 million and net proceeds of approximately 
HK$26.0 million after deducting related expenses. The net proceeds were originally intended to be used 
as follows: approximately HK$12.0 million for opening a new retail store, approximately HK$3.0 
million for renovating existing retail stores, approximately HK$7.0 million for repaying bank 
borrowings, and approximately HK$4.0 million for general working capital.
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On 28 March 2025, the Board resolved to change the use of the unutilised net proceeds of HK$12.0 
million originally allocated for opening a new retail store to (i) approximately HK$9.6 million for the 
acquisition of additional equity interest in Grand Rise Creation Limited, an associate company owning 
the Group’s flagship store; and (ii) approximately HK$2.4 million for general working capital. The 
revised allocation is in line with the Company’s strategy to optimize costs and focus on existing 
operations amid high gold prices and market conditions.
